46, (1) 1t shall be the duty of the University or any authority or officer of the
University to furnish such informations or records relating to the administration or
finances and other affairs of the University as the State Government may call for.

(2) The State Government, if it is of the view that there is a violation of the
provisions of the Act or the Statutes or ordinances made thereunder may issue such
directions to the University under section 50 as it may deem necessary.

47. (1) If the University proposes its dissolution in accordance with the law
governing its constitutions or incorporation, it shall give at least six months written
notice to the State Government.

(2) On receipt of notice referred to in sub-section (1) the State Govenment
shall make such arrangement for administration of the University from the date of
dissolution of the University and until the last batch of students in regular courses of
studics of the University complete their courses of studies in such manner as may be
prescribed.

48. (1) The expenditure for administration of the University during the taking
over the liabilities of the University under section 47 shall be met out of the permanent
endowment fund, the general fund and the development fund.

(2) If the funds referred to sub-section (1) are not sufficient 0 meet the
expenditure of the University during the taking over the liabilities of the University
such expenditure may be met by disposing of the properties or assets of the University
by the State Govemment.

49. (1) Where the State Government is satisfied that the University is not
functioning in accordance with the provisions of this Act on receipt of a complaint
with respect to the management of the University, it shall require the University to
show cause within such time, which shall not be less than two months, as to why the
University should not be derecognized. ‘

(2) If, upon receipt of the reply of the University to the notice given under sub-

" section (1), the State Government is satisfied that a primafacie case of

rmismanagement or violation of the provisions of this Act th: rules the Statutes, the
Ordinances there under is made out, it shail order such enquiry as it deems necessary.

(3) For the purposes of an inquiry under sub-section (2), the State Government
shall, by notification, appoint an officer or authority as the enquiring authority to
enquiry into and report upon the allegations of mismanagement, violation of the
provisions of this Act the Rules, the Statutes, the Ordinances or any direction issued
thereunder.

(4) Where the State Government considers it necessary or expedient 1o suspend
the Court for the purposes of an inquiry with respect to the affairs of the University, it
may, by notification, order the suspension oflheCounlsthecascmxybe.mdmlke
such arrangement for the administration of the University as it considers necessary till
the conclusion of the inquiry.
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(5) Every inquiring authority appointed under sub-section (3) shall while
performing its functions under this Act have all the powers of Civil Court under the
Code of Civil Procedure, 1908 trying a suit and in particular in respect of the following

matters, namely =
(a) summoning and enforcing the attendance of any witness and
examining him on oath;

(b) requiring the discovery and production of any document;

(c) requisitioning any public record or copy thereof from any office;
(d) receiving evidence on affidavits;

(e) any other matter which may be prescribed.

(6) I, upon receipt of the inquiry report, the State Government is satisfied that
the University has been mismanaged or has violated any provision of this Act, or the

If the funds of the University are not sufficient to meet the requisite
expenditure of the University, the State Govemment may dispose of the assets or the

(8) Every notification under sub-section (6), shall be laid before both Houses
of the State Legislature.

50. The State Government may issue such directions from time to time to the
University on policy matters not inconsistent with the provisions of this Act as it may
deem necessary. Such directions shall be complied with by the University.

. 51. (1) The State Government may for the purposes of removing any
difficulties, particularly in relation to the transition from the provisions of the Uttar
Pradesh State University Act, 1973 to the provisions of this Act, direct that the
provisions of this Act shall during such period as may be specified in the order, have
effect subject to such adaptations, whether by way of modification, addition or
omission as it may deem necessary or expedient

Provided that no such order shall be made after two years from the date of
commencement of this Act.

(2) Every order made under sub-section (1) shall be laid before both the
Houses of the State Legislature as soon as may be after it is made.

(3) No order made under sub-section (1) shall be called in question in any
court on the ground that no difficulty as is referred to in that sub-section gxisted or was
required to be removed.
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STATEMENT QF OBIJECTS AND REASONS
With a view to encouraging private sector to participate in the field of higher education, it has
been decided to establish and incorporate a teaching University by the name of the Mangalayatan
University Uttar Pradesh at ‘Aligarh in Uttar Pradesh sponsored by Acharya Kundkund Educational
Society, Aligarh which is a society registered under the Societies Registration Act, 1860 so as 1o provide to
the sn_x'dcms and teachers the necessary atmosphere and facilities for the promotion of innovations leading
to proper structuring of courses, new method of teaching and learping and integral development of
personality. '
The Mangalayatan University Un'ar Pradesh Bill, 2006 is introduced accordingly.
