Radio Narad 90.4 FM, under the ageis of
the Department of Journalism and Mass
Communication organized a Filaria
awareness program at CHC Iglas. The
initiative was led by RJ Yashika Gupta
under the guidance of Dr. Santosh
Gautam, Head of the Department.
Addressing the program as the chief
speaker, Dr. Rahul Gupta explained that
Filaria is a serious disease caused
primarily by parasitic mosquito bites.
The parasite affects the body’s lymphatic
system, leading to symptoms such as
fever, chills, headaches, skin rashes, or
itching. In advanced stages, it causes severe swelling in limbs
such as legs and arms. He urged people to seek immediate
treatment at the nearest government hospital if symptoms
occur. Abhishek Sharma, Block Community officer also

shared his insights. Additionally, ANMs and ASHA workers
spoke about their experiences, and they continue to conduct
awareness campaigns to encourage people to adopt preventive
measures against the disease.
