Special emphasis was
laid on the need to design question papers that effectively map Course
Outcomes (COs) with Program Outcomes (POs) and the levels of Bloom’s
Taxonomy, particularly in the context of evolving accreditation
requirements and academic reforms.During the workshop, expert speaker
Prof. Abdul Wadood Siddiqui elaborated on the conceptual framework of
Outcome-Based Education and highlighted the importance of alignment
among learning outcomes, teaching strategies, and assessment tools. He
also shared best practices for designing balanced and effective question
papers. Dr. Deepshikha Saxena focused on the practical aspects of question
paper construction and explained, with examples, various methods for
framing outcome-based questions across different cognitive levels.The
sessions provided faculty members an opportunity to discuss common
challenges related to question paper design. The workshop concluded with
an interactive question-and-answer session, during which participants
shared their experiences and received clarification on their queries related to
the topic.
